Music Around the World

Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud
noises.

Listen with increased attention to sounds and respond
the different musical styles they have heard, expressing
their thoughts and feelings.

Remember and sing entire songs.

Keep the beat!

Clap syllables in words and their names.

Talk about their feelings regarding transition and
show different emotions in their drawings —
happiness, sadness, fear, etc to represent this.

Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (‘pitch
match’).

Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up
and down, down and up) of familiar songs.

Create their own songs about leaving nursery or
starting reception.
